M| Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.” This verse tells us we have to do two things for the blood of Jesus to continue to
'l cleanse us: 1) We must “walk in the light,” meaning we have to follow God’s Word, the Bible. 2) We must also, “have fellowship |
one with another,” meaning we have to regularly worship God with His church, His people....other Christians. Here is a problem,
] what happens to those who are unfaithful in their worship? Well, they’re not having fellowship with others, and their continued
[ forgiveness is questionable. .
I How can we overcome that problem. First walk in the light/follow God’s word. Second, lock at T John 1: 9 which says, If
we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” When we repent of
| any sin, we are forgiven and stand righteous before God. Now, isn’t that comfarting?
